Furthermore, following a decision by the AU Heads of State
and Government, in January 2016, a study was carried out on teachers’ training,
working, and living conditions in Africa by a team of highly qualified African experts
between May and October 2016. The recommendations of the Study were endorsed
by the AU Second Specialised Technical Committee of Education, Science and
Technology in 2017.

The AU Teacher Study points out, there is need, to deliberately address the issue of
professionalization, while dealing with the quality of teachers’ training and welfare,
which called for the establishment of commonly agreed Professional Guidelines at
Continental, Regional and National levels, to support the cross-border mobility of
teachers and facilitate the recognition of qualifications and lifelong learning across

Africa.
